| would like to share some of our 2009 NECAP results with families. As a district we have improved in reading and math increasing the
percentage of students who are proficient or better in all three schools. At the high school 18% of our grade 11 students scored
proficient with distinction in reading, which is an increase from 11% in 2008. The 11t graders who scored proficient with distinction
were the same as the State average in 2009.

Our 11t grade writing scores saw a 23% increase in the number of students who are proficient when comparing 2008 scores to 2009
scores. Our 2009 writing scores are 9% above the State average when comparing students who measure proficient or better.
