GRADUATION REQUIREME 'TS FOR RAYMOND SCHOOL DISTRICT 

The Raymond School Board established the following as policy: 

1.	 Every student who attends Raymond High School will be given the opportunity, 
and is expected to meet the graduation requirements necessary to receive a 
diploma. 

2.	 Raymond High School will offer a Standard Diploma and a Certificate of 
Attendance based on the following criteria: 

A. A standard Diploma will be issued to students who: 
i.	 Have successfully achieved the minimum number of credits 
ii.	 Have met specific course requirements as stated in the Raymond 

High School Program of Studies 
111.	 Have met all Completion requirements as stated in the Raymond 

High School Program of Studies 

B. A Certificate of Attendance will be issued to students who complete their years 
of educational eligibility without completing the requirements of their credits for 
graduation.

English 4 credits 
Math 3 credits 
Science 2 credits 
Social Studies 2.5 credits 
Physical Education I credit 
Health .5 credit 
Computer 1 credit 
Art .5 credit 
Electives (As needed based on graduation year) 

Total credits required: 20.75 (through Class of 2007) 
21.25 (beginning Class of 2008)
